
REGAINING MY IDENTITY 
 

• And the Lord will make me the head and not the tail; I shall be above 
only, and not be beneath, if I heed the commandments of the Lord. 
(Deut. 28:13 NKJ) 

 
• He loves me with an everlasting love. (Jer.31:3 NLT) 

 
• I am born of God and He keeps me safe, and the evil one cannot 

harm me. (1 John 5:18 NIV) 
 

• And has made me a king and a priest to my God and Father.          
(Rev. 1:6 NKJ) 

 
• And I shall remember the Lord my God, for it is He who gives me 

power to get wealth, that He may establish His covenant.              
(Deut. 8:18 NKJ) 

 
• He did not spare his own Son, but surrendered Him for us all; and 

with this gift how can He fail to lavish upon me all He has to give. 
(Rom. 8:32 NEB) 

 
• I can do all things through Christ who strengthens me.                  

(Phil. 4:13 NKJ) 
 

• Who has saved me and called me with a holy calling…according to 
His own purpose. (2 Tim. 1:9 NKJ) 

 
• Who Himself bore my sins in His own body on the tree…by Whose 

stripes I was healed. (1 Peter 2:24 NKJ) 
 

• And all these blessings shall come upon me and overtake me, 
because I obey the voice of the Lord my God. (Deut. 28:2 NKJ) 

 
• In Him I also trusted, after I heard the Word of truth… in Whom also, 

having believed, I was sealed with the Holy Spirit of promise.        
(Eph. 1:13 NKJ) 

 
• Once I was alienated from God…but now He has reconciled me by 

Christ’s physical body through death to present me holy in His sight, 
without blemish and free from accusation. (Col.1:21-22 NIV) 

 
• As His divine power has given to me all things that pertain to life and 

godliness, through the knowledge of Him who called me by glory and 
virtue. (2 Peter 1:3 NKJ) 



• For I am His workmanship, created in Christ Jesus for good works, 
which God prepared beforehand that I should walk in them.           
(Eph. 2:10 NKJ) 

 
• Of one thing I am certain: the One who started the good work in me 

will bring it to completion by the day of Christ Jesus. (Phil.1:6 NEB) 
 

• But I, with unveiled face, beholding as in a mirror the glory of the 
Lord, am being transformed into the same image from glory to glory, 
just as by the Spirit of the Lord. (2 Cor. 3:18 NKJ) 

 
• A righteous man may fall seven times and rise again.                      

(Prov. 24:16 NKJ) 
 

• Jesus tells me the truth, if I have faith in Him, I will do what He has  
been doing.  He says that I will do even greater things than these, 
because He is going to the Father. (John 14:12 NIV) 

 
• ...which is Christ in me, the hope of glory. (Col. 1:27 NKJ) 

 
• The conclusion of the matter is this: there is no condemnation for me 

because I am united with Christ Jesus. (Rom. 8:1 NEB) 
 

• For I know, brothers loved by God, that He has chosen me.                  
(1 Thess. 1:4 NIV) 

 
• And I am in Him, that is true, even in His Son Jesus Christ.                       

(1 John 5:20 NKJ) 
 

• Long ago, even before He made the world, God loved me and chose 
me in Christ to be holy and without fault in His eyes. (Eph. 1:4 NLT) 

 
• He is so rich in kindness that He purchased my freedom through the 

blood of His Son, and my sins are forgiven. (Eph.1:7) 
 

• Therefore, because I am in Christ, I am a new creation; the old is 
gone, the new has come. (2 Cor. 5:17 NIV) 

 
• For I who am baptized into Christ have clothed myself with Christ. 

(Gal. 3:27 NAS) 
 

• To redeem those under the law, that I might receive full rights of 
sons. (Gal. 4:5 NIV) 

 
• Therefore I am no longer a slave, but a son; and if a son, then an heir 

through God. (Gal. 4:7 NAS) 



• For no matter how many promises God has made, they are ‘Yes’ in 
Christ. (2 Cor. 1:20 NIV) 

 
• I am in Christ Jesus by God’s act, for God has made Him my 

wisdom; He is my righteousness; in Him I am consecrated and set  
Free. (1 Cor. 1:30 NEB) 

 
• He will keep me strong right up to the end, and He will keep me free 

from all blame on the great day when our Lord Jesus Christ returns. 
(1Cor. 1:8 NLT) 

 
• And I am complete in Him, Who is the head of all principality and 

power. (Col. 2:10 NKJ) 
 

• Once I was alienated from God...but now He has reconciled me by 
Christ’s physical body through death to present me holy in His sight, 
without blemish and free from accusation. (Col. 1:21-22 NIV) 

 
• As His divine power has given to me all things that pertain to life and 

godliness, through the knowledge of Him Who called me by glory 
and virtue. (2 Peter 1:3 NKJ) 

 
• Now I am His child, therefore I am an heir - an heir of God and        

co-heirs with Christ. (Rom. 8:17 NAS) 
 

• But in all these things I overwhelmingly conquer through Him Who 
loved me. (Rom 8:37 NAS) 

 
• I have been crucified with Christ; it is no longer I who live, but Christ 

lives in me; and the life which I now live in the flesh I live by faith in 
the Son of God, Who loved me and gave Himself for me.                  
(Gal. 2:20 NKJ) 

 
• But because of His great love for me, God Who is rich in mercy, 

made me alive with Christ even when I was dead in transgressions—
it is by grace that I have been saved. (Eph. 2:4-5 NIV) 

 
• And in union with Christ Jesus, He raised me up and enthroned me 

with Him in the heavenly realms (Eph. 2:6 NEB). And I am complete 
in Him, who is the head of all principality and power. (Col. 2:10 NKJ) 

 
• Giving thanks to the Father, who has qualified me to share in the 

inheritance of the saints in Light. (Col.1:12 NAS) 
 

• To the praise of the glory of His grace, by which He made me 
accepted in the Beloved (Eph.1:6 NKJ).
